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Hackled CDC
Materials

Hook: Tiemco TMC 100 #12

Thread: Dark Brown 6/0

Tails: Grizzly hackle (8 fibers)

Abdomen: Dark brown goose biot

Thorax: Mahogany brown dubbing

Wing: Dunn colored CDC

Hackle: Grizzly (2 w ½” stems webbing stripped) 

Instructions

Tie in hackle butts 1/3rd way behind eye

Wrap thread over hackle stems to bend of hook

Tie in tail and biot (hook down)  

Wrap back over hackle fibers 2/3rds towards eye

Tie in 2 opposing pairs of CDC plumes and

Trim butts with tips out over eye

Wrap biot creating a smooth tapered body 2/3 shank Lift wing upright wrapping in front with dubbing

Dub with figure 8 under wing and dub lightly behind 

Wrap hackles separately, dull convex side towards eye 

Take 2 close turns in front, 3 behind and secure

Wind thread back through hackle, lightly dub in front

Create head and whip finish

Trim hackle short on bottom creating a 45º angle

Tiemco TMC 100 #12

Brown 6/0

Moose Hock fibers

Brown goose biot

Mahogany brown dubbing

Bleached and black deer hair mixed 

Wrap thread to beyond 1/3 point of shank 

Tie a ~1/8” bunch of stacked hair w reverse-loop*

Stand hair up and secure with a few wraps in front

Trim butts, cover with thread and wrap to bend

Tie in tail fibers separately, leaving some for body

Tie in biot (hook up) cover fibers with thread

Wrap biot creating a smooth tapered body 2/3 shank

Dub thorax behind and in front of wing while

lifting hair to vertical and flaring to 180( w thumbnail

Figure eight both sides of wing with dubbing 

Dub to head and whip finish
